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The liturgical season of Lent begins with Ash Wednesday on February 

17th . The word Lent comes from the word Spring. This time before Easter 

is dedicated to preparing candidates for baptism on Easter and also is a 

season emphasizing spiritual disciplines, self-examination, repentance, and 

rejoicing in Godôs forgiveness. The classic location for Lent is the desertð

where we enter a time of wandering, waiting, denying ourselves, and 

leaning upon God. We experience Lent literally and figuratively living 

here in the desert in Tucson! 

This season of Lent will be a meaningful one at Immanuel. Our ñFat Sundayò Youth Brunch fundraiser for 

Montlure Camp on Sunday, February 14th at 9:45 am will get us ready for Lent. On Ash Wednesday, the 

sanctuary will be open from 11-1 for the Imposition of Ashesðwhich symbolizes repentance. We will also 

have an evening Ash Wednesday service at 7:30 pm where there will be the Imposition of Ashes and a 

special time of burning our written confessions around a fire outside.  

The Lenten sermon series is entitled, The Sacred Way: Spiritual Practices for Lent. To mark this special 

season of Lent, we will highlight the baptismal font in the front of the sanctuary and have communion every 

Sunday morning, except for our special Music and the Word: Psalms! on March 21st. We also will have a 

special mission project throughout Lent called Change for Children. Our young people (and everyone else) at 

Immanuel can bring in their extra change each Sunday to a change bank we will have up front. The coins will 

go toward our Mission Sunday local project on April 18th after Easter (details forthcoming). 

We will have two special evening events this Lent: On Wednesday, March 3rd from 7:00-8:00 pm in the 

sanctuary, we will have a time of experiential communal prayer exercises (in coordination with the Sunday 

sermon on the spiritual practice of meditation). On March 19th at 5:30 pm we will have an Immanuel Family 

Game and Pizza Night (in coordination with the Sunday sermon on the spiritual practice of play).  

Next month weôll have more details about our Holy Week services and experiences. May this season of Lent 

be a prayerful time as we follow in the suffering Christôs footsteps to the cross . . . and follow the risen Christ 

out of the empty tomb!
