created teams of their own people to rebuild and replace barriers along the bayou where water has been
flooding in, barriers that help flood control
knew after Katrina that the repair of our homes
Bayou Blue Presbyterian has been working on a pilot project building barriers made footduaiskets,

linked into 100 ft. rows, that are planted with trees and vegetables ideally situated for vertical gardening, and
to serve as surge protection. To curb soil erosion for the homes, the baskets are submerged and filled with
live oyster clusters, which strengthen the barrier.
