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 Sunday, September 11, 2011 will mark the 
ten-year anniversary of 9/11. Itôs hard to 
believe a decade has passed since that 
world-changing day. Where were you when 
you found out about 9/11? I found out while 
getting coffee at Starbucks. The first plane 
crash just happened and people were 
thinking it was possibly due to pilot error. A 
customer made a joke about it. We all had 
no idea the ramifications of what was just 
beginning to happen. I got in the car and 
listened on the radio with the pastor of the 
church in Washington state I served with as 
an associate pastor. On September 11, 
2001 we were driving together to meet with 
the Executive Presbyter of our presbytery 

about my plans to do missions work in Egypt. As we listened more, we realized we had to cancel 
the meeting and head back to church. We held a prayer vigil that day. As we were driving back a 
few thoughts came to my mind. ñI think this is an act of war. And I also think my plans for living in 
the Middle East might be impacted by this.ò Both of those thoughts turned out to be correct. 

So much has happened these last ten years. The twin towers falling. Powerful images of brave NY 
firefighters and police helping those in need. News of Todd Beamer saying, ñletôs rollò as the 
passengers of flight 93 courageously stood against the terrorists on their plane. Our troops valiantly 
fighting in war, laying down their lives for our country. The formation of Homeland Security. We 
tried to decipher the color codes for terror threats. The 9/11 Commission. Weapons of Mass 
Destruction that could not be found. Saddam Hussein captured and executed. Family and friends 
at home worrying and praying for their loved ones on tours of duty. Terrorist plans foiled and others 
that succeeded. Heated debates about the ethics of phone tapping and torture in a time of war. We 
were sickened by the abuse of detainees at Abu Ghraib. Bin Laden was eventually caught and 
assassinated by our military. We were encouraged to keep shopping and go to Disneyland. And we 
have no idea what the next decade will have in store in this war on terror.  

This anniversary is a time for us to pray and remember the lives lost at the World Trade Center, 
Pentagon, and United flight 93. The orphans left behind. All who have served on tours of duty. And 
the innocent who suffer the brutal horrors of war in Afghanistan and Iraq.  
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What is our appropriate response to 9/11as Christians? For me, St. Francis is a great model for us 

to wage peace with Islam in a time of war. In the year 1219, while Christian Crusaders were in 

bloody hand-to-hand combat with Muslim forces, St. Francis traveled to Damietta, Egypt, alone 

where he snuck into the camp of the Muslim leader Sultan Malik al-Kamil. 

 

St. Francisô mission was to build bridges, not take lives. Convinced that violence and war was not 
the right path to take, Francis determined to initiate peaceful dialogue with the sultan and the 
Muslim world. When he made it into Malikôs camp, he boldly sought to convince his Muslim host 
that Christ was the true path to salvation. 
 
Although the sultan disagreed with St. Francisô understanding of Christ, he was moved by Francisô 
devotion and courage, listening respectfully to him. In addition, Francis also listened and respected 
his Muslim brother. The sultan gave gifts to Francis and ensured that Francis would receive safe 
passage back to his Christian camp. One tradition says that as they parted ways, the sultan said to 
Francis, ñPray for me that God may reveal to me the law and the faith that is more pleasing to him.ò 
After that exchange, Francis continued to witness for Christ and be an advocate for a greater 
understanding of Muslims and Islam.  
 
In the spirit of St. Francis, I believe we have a calling to wage peace on Islam. Let us continue to 
explore our common threads (while acknowledging our differences) with the great religions who 
claim Abraham as their fatherðJudaism, Christianity, and Islam. Let us be learnersðseeking 
understanding not only about our Christian faith, but also of Islam and Judaism. Read the Koranð
not for ammunition, but understanding. Cultivate relationships with Muslims whom you may 
encounter and learn about their traditions like Ramadan that recently ended. 
 
When itôs all said and done, Christians and Muslims are peopleðall created in Godôs image. We 
each have beliefs that we hold dear. The majority want to peacefully raise families and enjoy life. 
Extremists on both sides pose great danger. Iôll never forget an encounter I had with an Egyptian 
Muslim stranger just after an act of terrorism happened in Egypt. The stranger took me aside. I was 
a little scared at first. He said, ñBe careful, I donôt want anything to happen to you. You might want 
to stay inside until things cool down.ò He was looking out after me.  
 
Like St. Francis, like the Muslim stranger caring for an unknown American Christian, let us be 
those who courageously wage peace in a time of conflict. Amen.

Prospects for Montlure  

The Montlure Council held its regular August meeting at the camp, on August 13, and was able to 

see what nature has done to our property.  As you have probably heard, the Wallow fire swept over 

the ridge behind the camp, from the north, burning many trees on the uphill side, and then 

destroying three cabins and the boysô bath.  Flames must have leapt over the residence to reach 

the workshop, igniting paints, solvents and such, and burning the workshop down. 

Then came the rains, which became rivers washing across the campground.  They dug deep 

ravines alongside the Admin building, created a new wash across the road to the barn, and rolled 

small rocks and big boulders all the way down onto the parking lot.  The access road out to the 

highway now has five or six sharp dips where run-off 

water cut 2 ï 3 ft gulches in the roadway, as it worked its 

way down to the Little Colorado River. 

Prompt work camp volunteers spent a total of over 800 

hours of hard labor filling and spreading sand bags 

around buildings that were threatened by water.  The 

county also came and set up three long rows of concrete 

Jersey barriers across the campus, to help direct 

monsoon waters.  The use of the camp will depend a 

great deal upon the length of the monsoon, and the 

snow melt run off next spring.

                        East Valley Trip Planned for November!  

 A busy, but fun time awaits you this fall and itôs almost in our back yard. You may have driven by 

some of these places, but never had the time to stop in to explore and enjoy them. Our first stop 

will be St. Anthonyôs Greek Orthodox Monastery near Florence. In 1995 six monks arrived in 

the southern Arizona desert to establish this newest North American monastery. This ñoasis in the 

desertò now has three chapels, a vegetable garden, a small vineyard, citrus orchards, an olive 

grove, and an elaborate system of gardens, pathways and gazebos with Spanish fountains. One 

of the monks will tell us about their daily schedule of prayer and work and the furnishing in the 

main chapel. We will have time to walk around the grounds before driving on to Chandler. 

 At Bashasô headquarters we will see a fabulous display of Western and Native American works. 

No matter how many times you visit this Art Gallery , there is always something more to see. 

Then itôs off to tour the Gilbert Historical Museum  where we will view a collection of exhibits and 

artifacts that detail the history of that area. We will have time to stop at our motel in Apache 

Junction before going to Barleenôs Arizona Opry for a chuck wagon dinner and an entertaining 

program by the staff! 

 After breakfast, our second day will be spent exploring the old Apache Trail . This is Arizonaôs 

oldest roadway and first historic highway. Our scenic drive will take us through deserts, 

mountains, lake shores, old mining towns, and beautiful canyons. This popular route has been 

used by tourists since 1915, although the road was originally built as a haul and service road for 

the construction of Roosevelt Dam in 1906. 

 Our first stop will be at the Superstition Mountain Museum  which collects and displays the 

artifacts, history, and folklore of the rugged Superstition Mountain range of central Arizona. Weôll 

have lunch overlooking the lake before we board the Dolly Steamboat  for the 90-minute narrated 

tour along the secluded inner waterways of Canyon Lake. After that our drive will take us past the 

worldôs highest masonry dam which contributed to the settlement and the development of large-

scale irrigation of central Arizona. A short distance beyond Roosevelt Dam is Tonto National 

Monument , home to the Salado people for three centuries. These farmers lived around the Salt 

River, growing crops and supplementing their diets by hunting and gathering. They began 

constructing apartment-style dwellings in the hillside around the mid-1200ôs. We will visit the lower 

cliff dwelling which was abandoned around 1450 A.D. Our last stop will be in Globe for a quick 

bite before traveling on to Tucson. 

 Our two-day trip will take place on November  11
th

 & 12
th

.  The cost will be around $110/person 

based on double occupancy for the motel room. If you desire a room by yourself, the cost will be 

an additional $50. Because we have to make advance reservations for the Dolly Steamboat and 

Barleenôs Dinner Show, a deposit of $75 must be paid by October 23
rd

.  Brochures with more 

detailed information and the registration slips are at the gazebo on the church patio. Email Ann 

with questions at abthornes@gmail.com. The trip will be limited to 24 so sign up soon if you are 

interested.

Since its inception in 1998 general endowment income of $36,281.10 has been utilized.  47% has 

gone to Local Missions; 18% supported National Missions; and 35% was used for Global 

Missions. 

Youth of the church:  

These programs are presently supported from òdesignated endowmentsó.  These gifts must be 

used according to the directions of the donor.  One significant gift was received in 1999 and 

another in 2011.  The income from designated gifts have permitted $9,517.74 to be used as 

follows:  43% for youth mission trips; 21% for Presbyterian Triennium participation; and, 38% 

for other opportunities such as partial support of a Young Adult Volunteer from Immanuel 

posted to Ireland for 1 year; and other religious and leadership training stipends.

GROWTH IN ADVERSITY 

 The Presbyterian Mission work in Ethiopia began in 1919, when Dr. Tom 
Lambie crossed eastward from the Sudan to the city of Dembi Dollo in 
western Ethiopia.  He was responding to a flu epidemic there.  Besides 
attending to health needs, he also proclaimed the Gospel to receptive 
people there. One of them was a young blind man named Gidada, who 
was instrumental in the beginning of the Oroma church. Unfortunately, the 
invasion of Italians in 1935 pushed many believers across the border into 
Sudan.   

 When Gidada and other church leaders learned that Duncan Henry, a Presbyterian missionary, 
remained in Addis Ababa, the capital, he pled for pastors to come and baptize the many converts, 
to organize churches, and conduct Holy Communion. Henry set up a study program for the 
Ethiopian lay leaders. The two that went to the capital included Gidada, who when they finished 
their studies, were ordained. 

 Gidada and his guide returned to Dembi Dollo to build and spread the church. The Italians 
surrendered in 1942 and the emperor Haile Selassie returned in triumph. When witnesses visited 
western Ethiopia they reported what they discovered, that the church was alive! The one small 
fellowship that had been there before the invasion had become seven churches, and they were 
spreading.  So missionaries returned and found independent, fully-functioning churches, which had 
been named Bethel, the Ethiopian Evangelical Church.  Bethel was joined in 1972 by churches of 
the European Lutheran mission which had been named the Mekene Yesus, the ñdwelling place of 
Jesus.ò The new body adopted the Presbyterian form of government, and Reformed theology. 

 In the 1970s, after the weakening of the Haile Selassie government, Ethiopia was governed by 
Marxist forces. Pictures of Marx, Lenin, and Stalin were on all the buildings, and the Christian 
church was harassed and persecuted. The missionaries were required to leave the country under 
the accusation of being agents of the CIA. In 1977 W. Donald McClure was shot and killed by 
Somali Marxists as he worked in the Ogaden desert, in eastern Ethiopia. Many Ethiopians fled to 
Kenya and Sudan, and in some cases becoming refugees to the U.S. In the 1990s Immanuel 
Presbyterian Church hosted  Goitom Kidane and his family, who lived in Tucson for several years.  
At the same time, there developed a revival among the Bethel churches, so that they grew and 
became stronger even in the absence of missionaries.   

 When the Marxist forces weakened in the late ô80s the national leadership invited the missionaries 
to return.  In the years that followed the Ethiopian Bethel Church has grown 800% in less than 30 
years;  the 450,000 members counted before the revolution has risen to about four million, and the 
Mekene Yesus church is now organized in four synods. They have created an indigenous church 
with an African style in its worship, fellowship and government.
